SOUND LEVEL POLICY

FAC & MIANS are committed to a safe environment for all participants. With this in mind, the association
has implemented a policy for a safe listening environment. All artists must perform with a continuous Front-
of-House volume no more than 98Db at 10 meters from the sound source, with peak frequencies no louder
than 101 Db. This will ensure an enjoyable listening experience for all attendees, while not sacrificing the
excitement of the performance.

* Member in good standing of the North American Folk Music & Dance Alliance / Folk Alliance Canada
e One (1) 5” x 7” promotional photo or digital copy (optional; must be 300 ppi at 2” wide)

e Total submission fee $28.75 ($25.00 + $3.75 HST)

¢ A 5o-word bio (for program and web promo) and a full-length bio (for the jury)

e Three (3) copies of recordings for jurors. Submitted recordings must contain a minimum of
three (3) recorded tracks per CD. Each copy of product submitted may be either :

A) a full length-recording with three (3) selected tracks identified or
B) three (3) track CDR.

JURYING

Showcase selections for the FAC/RendezVous Folk! showcase stage are juried by a group of three

music industry professionals, the jury consists of representative from the host region, a Folk Alliance Board
member and a presenter, a best efforts policy is in place to organize a jury with national representation.
FAC reserves the right to solicit stage applications when necessary. Artists/groups may be invited

to perform on multiple stages.
